DAY 1: BACKEND DEVELOPMENT
WITH NODE.JS, EXPRESS.]JS,
MONGODB & MYSQL

The first session focused on introducing
students to backend technologies.

Mr. Dobariya provided in-depth knowledge of
server-side development using Node.js and
Express.js, enabling students to build RESTful
APIs.

A comparative overview of MongoDB (NoSQL)
and MySQL (SQL) was also presented,
highlighting their respective use cases in real-
world applications. Students developed a basic
"To-do List" API, implementing core CRUD
operations testing and validation.

DAY2: FRONTEND
DEVELOPMENT WITH
REACT.JS

The second day centered on frontend
technologies, particularly the React.js
library. Participants learned
component-based architecture, state
management, and the use of props,
laying the foundation for scalable front-
end development.

Key topics included React Router for
client-side navigation and dynamic
rendering within single-page
applications. Under the guidance of
Mr.Dobariya, students successfully
designed and built the user interface
for their "To-do List" application,
connecting it to the backend developed
on Day 1.

DAY 3: FULL-STACK
INTEGRATION AND
AUTHENTICATION

The final session emphasized integration
techniques and security concepts. Students
combined their front-end and back-end
applications into a fully functional full-stack
project. The workshop introduced JWT (JSON
Web Tokens) for implementing authentication
and route protection. Practical demonstrations
included  testing secured routes with
authorization headers via Postman, enabling
students to simulate real-world login
functionalities.
